Each word doc is A4. Print, in colour if possible, and arrange as follows to produce an A1 poster: 
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Poster 1 is just the title.

Poster 2 sets out our fundamental problem!

Poster 3 is a pretty eye-catcher. It is important because it contains the taxonomic names people search for. Sometimes there are differences between the name given in the figure and that given in the main text.

Poster 4 contains the matching text to poster 3. It also demonstrates some of the other OCR pitfalls such as fractions and special symbols. You could point these out, particularly the male and female symbols.
Poster 5 introduces N-W and why we use it.

Poster 6 shows some sample N-W output.

Poster 7 is pretty much the closing paragraph from the extended abstract setting out our future work.

Poster 8 just has contact details, etc.
